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Using the Tablet
Before First Use 

•	 Before first use, please make sure the Tablet is fully 
charged. If not, connect the power adaptor so your 
Tablet can charge fully.

•	 Charging time is at least 6 hours the first time,  
4 hours thereafter.

Note: This Tablet contains a Built-in type rechargeable 
Li-ion battery, the charger must be a standard adaptor 
(Input: AC100~240V 50/60Hz), this Tablet includes DC 
charging. 

•	 Ensure that you have a good wifi connection, with your 
network name and password available.

Starting up 

Turn on the device by holding in the power button for  
2/3 seconds until the screen turns on.

The first time you use your device, the startup wizard will 
help you set up your device:

•	 Language

•	 WiFi Connection

•	 Location service options

•	 Necessary Updates

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Using the Keyboard
Connecting 

To connect your Tablet to the Keyboard you must follow 
the steps below:

•	 Firstly lay the keyboard on a flat surface.

•	 Connect the Tablet by aligning the notch and connecter 
pins with the pins on the keyboard.

•	 Gently push the Tablet down into the keyboard 
until you hear a click sound which indicates that the 
keyboard is connected to the Tablet.

•	 The keyboard will work automatically when connected 
to the Tablet.
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Powering up the Tablet
To turn the Tablet on

Press and hold the Power key until the screen turns on. 
Wait until the Desktop screen appears; the Tablet is now 
ready for use.

To turn the Tablet off

Press the start button and click on the power icon.  
This then gives the option to shutdown, sleep or restart.

Alternatively, press and hold the Power key until you see 
"Slide to shut down your PC", then slide down to shut 
down your Tablet.
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Screen Settings
Turning the Screen On or Off

When the Tablet is on, you can turn off the screen to 
conserve power and protect the screen. Simply press the 
start button and click on the power icon, then choose 
sleep.

NOTE: To conserve battery power, the screen can be set 
to turn off automatically when the Tablet is not in use 
(between 1 minute and 5 hours). The screen timeout 
option can be found in the display menu.

It is strongly recommended that you sign into/register for 
a Windows account (needed for the installation of new 
apps). When prompted it is also recommended that you 
agree to backing up your Tablet. This creates copies of all 
of your files should you ever need to restore the Tablet.
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Connections
WiFi

The Notification bar displays icons that indicate your 
Tablet’s Internet status.

 Connected to a Wi-Fi network (waves indicate 
connection strength).

 There are no Wi-Fi networks in range, or the Wi-Fi is 
not connected.

Open the Settings menu by pressing the start button and 
clicking on the cog/settings icon . 

Note: Settings icon can also be found on the desktop. 
Open the Network and Internet menu and turn the WiFi on.  

Select your network from the list of available networks.
The Tablet will prompt you to confirm connection to 
the network. Touch Connect to confirm. If the network 
is secured (as indicated by a Lock icon), the Tablet will 
prompt you to enter a password or other credentials.
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User Interface
Start Menu

To open the start menu select the icon  in the bottom 
left hand corner of the desktop. Once the menu has been 
opened you will be greeted with a variety of options.

Applications

Once in the start menu, a list of all installed applications 
is visible, sorted alphabetically. Tiled shortcuts will appear 
on the right for selected pre-installed applications. There 
is also the option to add tile shortcuts for easier access to 
your most used applications.

Adding a shortcut tile to start menu

Click the start button. Right click on an application icon 
and select pin to start. This will create a tile in the start 
menu for the selected programme.
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Removing shortcut tile from start menu

Click the start button. Right click on an application tile 
and select unpin from start. This will remove the desired 
program from the start menu but not from your Tablet.

Adding shortcut to the taskbar

Click the start button. Right click on an application tile and 
select pin to taskbar. This will add the application icon to 
the taskbar at the bottom of your screen.

Moving a Desktop shortcut
Click and hold onto the icon you wish to move. As you 
drag the icon it will become semi-transparent. You can 
then slide it to the desired location, and then release your 
the mouse.

Removing a Desktop Shortcut
Right click on an application icon and select delete from 
the drop down menu that appears.
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Cortana Search

Windows 10 comes with the feature of Cortana. This is a 
search feature on the task bar. To use this click into the 
search bar and type what you wish to search for. This can 
be a feature or setting on your device, or on the web.

Windows Centre

The Action Center is where you’ll find application 
notifications and quick actions. On the bottom right 
corner of the screen, look for the Action Center icon  .  
The Action Center allows access to quick settings, in the 
form of small boxes at the bottom of the panel. 

Notifications within the action centre are sorted into 
categories by app, and users can click a small ‘x’ to clear 
notifications. 

The Action Center also supports actionable notifications, 
such as recent text messages, emails or social media 
integration.
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Personalising
Changing your wallpaper and themes

Press start  and select the settings icon . Select the 
personalisation menu where you will be greeted with 
the options to change your background/theme for the 
Desktop and lockscreen. In this section you also have the 
option to change the Windows accent colours and choose 
which elements will use the colour.

To download new apps

To install new apps approved by Windows, click the 
Windows Store icon on the bottom task bar. There you will 
find over 1 million apps including many of which are free. 
Even if you only going to use free apps you will still need 
to create a Windows account but you dont need to enter 
your credit card details to do this.
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External Storage
Inserting a Memory Card 

This Tablet accepts microSD memory cards. This allows you 
to increase the memory capacity of your Tablet and also to 
play media files that are stored on the memory card.

Align the memory card with the microSD slot. The metal 
portion of the memory card should be facing away  
from the screen.

Push the card into the slot, until you hear a click.  
This signifies that the card is locked into place.

Do not attempt to insert objects other than a SD card 
into the card slot. A compatible memory card should 
fit easily into the card slot. If the card will not easily fit, 
check the alignment of the card. Do not attempt to force 
it into the slot. Avoid touching the metallic contacts of 
the memory card.
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Formatting a microSD card

Note: Formatting an SD card will wipe any and all data 
from the SD card’s storage. If you wish to retain any files 
please transfer then onto a Tablet or other device before 
formatting.

Please ensure the correct drive is selected before 
formatting. Once formatted this cannot be undone.
Open File Explorer by clicking on the icon  on the task 
bar and navigate to “This PC”

Find the drive where your SD Card is located
Right-click, and when the menu appears click Format.
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Data Management & Security
Backing up your Tablet

File History

Use File History to back up to an external drive or location. 
Select the Start​  button > Settings  > Update & Security  > 
Backup > Add a drive and then choose an external drive or 
network location for your backups.

If you’re missing an important file or folder that you’ve 
backed up, here’s how to get it back:
In the search box on the taskbar, enter Restore files, and 
then select Restore your files with File History. Look for the 
file you need, then use the arrows to see all its versions. 
When you find the version you want, select Restore to save 
it in its original location. To save it in a different place, press 
and hold (or right-click) Restore, select Restore to, and then 
choose a new location.
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Improving security on your Tablet

Online

In order to avoid online threats we recommend that you 
install antivirus and security software on your device 
immediately after set up and keep these, your internet 
browser and other software up to date to take advantage of 
security fixes.

Physical theft

If you store valuable information on your Tablet including 
passwords and logins for personal accounts etc. you may 
want to enhance the security of your Tablet in case it is 
stolen or lost. This includes enforcing the log in with your 
Windows account and a PIN.
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Erasing your personal data

If you sell your Tablet on, or discard it you should erase the 
data in memory, before you do so. This securely erases 
your data so that it cannot be recovered. Please note that 
simply returning your Tablet to factory settings is not a 
reliable way of erasing your personal data (unless you have 
first encrypted your data). 

Encrypting your data

Sign in to Windows with an administrator account. Select 
the Start button , then select Settings  > Update & 
Security > Device encryption. If device encryption is turned 
off, select Turn on.
If device encryption is not available on your device, follow 
these steps to turn on standard BitLocker encryption 
instead:
Sign in to your Windows device with an administrator 
account. In the search box on the taskbar, type Manage 
BitLocker and then select it from the list of results. Select 
Turn on BitLocker and then follow the instructions.
